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TOURNAMENT RULES AND GUIDELINES:  
 

1. All NTSSA coaches must have a NTSSA ID Card . 
2. Each player must have validation of medical coverage in the form of a Notarized  Medical Release 

Form  OR signed NTSSA registration form . 
3. All non-NTSSA teams must submit their complete Travel Permits , Travel Rosters  and Player ID 

Cards  per NTSSA rules. 
4. Only USYSA/NTSSA rostered players may participate. 
5. A maximum of three (3) guest players are allowed for each team.  Each guest player must have a 

NTSSA release form completed with all appropriate signatures.  Guest player release forms are 
required a MINIMUM of 1 week prior to the tournament start date and will NOT be accepted at 
coaches check in.  THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE!  Also, North Texas Soccer no 
longer signs guest player release forms unless travelling outside of North Texas, the home playing 
association registrar must sign the release form. 

6. All players are required to play a minimum of 50% of each game. 
7. No player may play for more than one team during the tournament. 
8. If the tournament is cancelled prior to the first scheduled game  due to weather or for other reasons 

beyond control of the hosting association, 50% of the registration fee will be refunded to each team.  
If the tournament is cancelled after the first game , there will be no refund.   There will be no rain 
out date.  The primary communication for rainout information will be the website at www.nfwasa.org 
using the Field Status icon, secondary is rainout information line: 817-886-0215. 

9. Coaches having more than one team in the tournament  should communicate this to the 
tourmament director or scheduler as soon in advance  as possible .  This MUST be identified on 
the entry form.  Although we will make every effort to accommodate these coaches, there are no 
guarantees against conflicts. 

10. Teams will be placed in each bracket according to previous team experience as well as by age group.  
U6-U8 age teams will play a “round-robin” format.  U9-U10 teams will participate based on 
advancement using the scoring system as identified separately in the rules.   

11. There is no guarantee for “age pure” brackets, this will strictly be determined based on the number of 
teams that participate for each age group.  Standard NTSSA age groups are U6, U8, U10, U12, U14; 
efforts will be made to play U5, U6, U7, U8, U9, U10, U11, U12, U13, U14. 

12. Participation trophies will be awarded to all players in ages U5 through U8.  Trophies for 1st and 2nd 
place will be awarded for ages U9 through U14 based on finish, 3rd place trophies will be awarded to 
ages U9 through U14 ONLY for brackets that include a consolation game. 

13. All Final Rosters  must be signed by the Registrar for their respective playing association. 
14. Any team that has submitted the entry fee and d oes not attend the tournament nor contact the 

tournament director with greater than 2 weeks notic e prior to the tournament date, will forfeit 
their entry fee.  

15. Each team is responsible for picking up their trash after each game, disregarding this rule could result 
in a team having to forfeit all remaining tournament games.  
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LAWS OF THE GAME/OTHER : 
 

1. In addition to North Fort Worth Alliance Soccer Association rules, all NTSSA Tournament rules shall 
apply in accordance with NTSSA by-laws section 8. 

2. All players must wear shinguards while on the field of play. 
3. The team listed as Home team is responsible for wearing alternate jerseys (pullovers are acceptable 

provided the number is still visible) in case of a conflict.  The Home team is responsible for providing 
the game ball. 

4. Allow sufficient time to arrive at the field of play prior to the game, no grace period will be allowed .  
A game shall be declared a forfeit if a team is not ready to play at the published time within five (5) 
minutes for mini games, ten (10) minutes for full-length games. 

5. Protests will not be allowed with the exception of inelligible players. 
6. The referee’s decision is final. 

 
GAME FORMAT: 

  

1. All teams are guaranteed 3 games minimum, weather permitting. 
2. Game schedules will be posted to the website (www.nfwasa.org) by no later than the Monday prior to 

the tournament weekend, this will be the primary media for all tournament communications.

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SCORING: 
 

1. Preliminary games may end in a tie.  If a semi-final or final game ends in a tie, two (2) 10-minute 
overtime halves will be played, using the “golden goal” method, and if the game is still tied at the end 
of the each overtime period, FIFA “kicks” from the penalty spot will be taken to determine the winner. 

2. Advancement to second round games (quarter final and above) will be determined by an 
accummulation of points in accordance with the following point system: 
 6 points for a win 1 point for each goal to a maxim um of 3 
 3 points for a tie 1 point for a shut-out 
 0 points for a loss  A forfeit is scored as 3-0, r esulting in 10 points  
 Max. number of points per game = 10  

3. The tiebreaker system for mini games will be as noted below, in order as shown .  This system is 
designed for teams that are tied after the preliminary round of mini-games, and tiebreaker procedures 
are required to determine the team advancing. 

 

a. Head to head game results – winner will advance. 
b. Fewest accumulation of caution points, 1 point for yellow, 2 for red. 
c. Goal differential – team with highest goal differential against opponent will advance (maximum 

of five (5) goal differential). (Example: A 7-0 game = 5-0 in calculating advancement; a 11-5 
game = 10-5 in calculating advancement). 

d. Fewest goals allowed – team with fewest goals allowed will advance. 
e. Most number of “shut-outs” – team with most “shut-outs” will advance. 
f. FIFA penalty kicks. 

4. EACH COACH is responsible for bringing the completed game report to the Scoring Table no later 
than  15 minutes after each game is over, regardless of the winner .  There are no exceptions. 

5. In all cases, the decision of the tournament director is final. 
 
DISCIPLINE: 
  

1. Any player or coach receiving a send-off (other than on account of receiving two cautions (yellow cards) 
in the same game) must sit out the remainder of the current game plus the following game.  A player 
receiving a send off cannot be in uniform for the next played game, but must be present to receive credit 
for the sit out.  If the send-off was for fighting, or if it is the player’s second tournament send-off, the 
player will be suspended from the remainder of the tournament.  Any player receiving three (3) cautions 
(yellow cards) in the tournament must sit out the next played tournament game.  Referees shall turn in 
to the scoring table the name and number of any carded players.  Any team found in violation of these 
rules shall forfeit their remaining tournament games. 

2. A coach receiving a red card or send off may not participate in the next game in any capacity and is not 
allowed to be on the tournament premises for this game. 

3. Any player or coach receiving a red card or send off must immediately leave the field of play. 
4. Conduct by the spectators can be considered as a cautionable offense by the referee and may be cause 

for a red card or send off to be received by the coach or result in a forfeit of a team game(s). 
5. No alcoholic beverages or smoking is permitted on the tournament premises at any time, to include the 

field of play, spectator areas and parking facilities. 
6. No pets are permiitted on the tournament premises at any time, to include the field of play, spectator 

areas and parking facilities. 
7. In all cases, the decision of the tournament director is final. 
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
